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BEYOND THE G SPOT:  Recent research concerning female sexuality.

This talk will review Dr. Whipple’s interdisciplinary research concerning the re-discovering and naming of the Grafenberg spot (G spot) and the phenomenon of female ejaculation.  The adaptive significance of the Grafenberg spot will be discussed, that is the strong pain blocking effect produced by anterior vaginal wall stimulation as well as during labor and childbirth.  The variety of female sexual responses will be reviewed that have been documented in her laboratory from vaginal, cervical, and imagery-induced orgasm to studies concerning orgasms in women with complete spinal cord injury.  The various sensory pathways that are involved in female sexual response, including new PET scan of the brain studies concerning the vagus nerves will be discussed.
